The exams cost £90 and are held frequently at various locations in the UK.

They can also arrange for the exam to be held overseas

The exam consists of two parts,

60 multi-choice questions to be answered in 90 minutes. Three marks are awarded for a correct answer, one mark deducted for an incorrect answer and no marks awarded or deducted for an abstention.

45-minute essay-type paper, one question from a choice of two.
Marking: Approximately 10% of the marks will be awarded on the basis of the quality of the written communication, with the remaining 90% awarded for identification of technical points and evidence of understanding and application of knowledge. Answers should be concise, lucid and grammatically correct (minor grammatical errors and occasional spelling mistakes will be ignored). Candidates with English as a second language will not be given any special consideration.

Pass Marks: 50% (70% for a credit) in each paper.
The multiple choice exam will be similar to the questions presented on our course. When taking their exam have a good read through the questions and answer any obvious ones. Be careful, there will be answers that are logical mistakes, e.g. off by a decimal or by 3 dB, etc. The negative marking is also problem in that if you only answer half of the questions and they are correct you pass; one wrong and you fail. Don’t worry, take your time, you have an average of a minute and half for each.
The essay is easier to many people. You are presented with a scenario such as “you have just been appointed EHS manager of a firm making something with some noisy process and you have workers that are stationary and ones that are mobile. How would you comply with the Control of Noise at Work regs?” You have two choices, pick the one you are most comfortable with and “tick as many boxes” as you can. Explain the importance of topics like dosimetery, the need to back it by real time measurements, health surveillance, calibration, etc. Make sure it is logical and legible and don’t stress out.
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
